Wu lti cultur al Hall: Akin Hall

In an age when citizens of all cultures, races and ethnicities must look beyond their own traditions to the world at large, the
Multicultural Hall brings together students from different backgrounds to learn from one another. The goal of the hall is to
promote international awareness and the understanding of ethnic and racial diversity within the American culture. The hall
provides a great range of opportunities for students who have studied abroad or plan to study abroad, for U.S. students who live
abroad (TCK/Global Nomads), for students that are ethnic/racial minorities in the U.S., for international students who want to
share experiences with U.S. students, and for students who would like to learn about different cultures.

As a member of this hall, you will have many opportunities to increase your understanding and appreciation through the
celebration and exploration of our widely diverse cultural identities. The hall will sponsor activities and implement outreach
programs on and off campus including the annual Cultural Fair (Fall) and International Fair (Spring), various forums and
discussions on issues facing ethnic minorities and international students, educational workshops that address differences within
multicultural society, attendance of campus and community performances and lectures, and regularly scheduled cuisine nights,
movies, trips and holiday celebrations.

WNellness: Stewart Hall

Stewart Hall is a community focused on learning about and practicing wellness in all its dimensions. Residents commit to making
healthy choices and to avoiding harmful substances and behaviors, leading some to refer to this as the “substance free” residence
hall. Once accepted to the theme, residents are required to sign a supplemental contract. Student staff (CLA’s) work with
residents to provide a variety of social and educational programs focused on these specific areas of wellness. Typical programs
might include yoga instruction, study breaks with healthful food options, stress management techniques, time and study methods
or swing dance lessons. In 2007-08, Stewart residents proposed the addition of a workout area in the building to foster their
ongoing commitment to physical well-being.

¥Wisual/Performing Art s: Platt Hall, West Wing

We believe in the creativity of personal and artistic expression. We may individually prefer writing, painting, drawing, dancing,
music playing, singing, acting, or sculpture but as a community we embrace all forms of artistic expression even if they are new
and uncharted territory. Art is a challenge to the human mind and a gift to the human soul. Through art, we think, we feel, and
we grow. Art is not static and cannot be bound to the conventions of a basic definition. Rather art is growing and changing all
the time. We do not believe art only imitates life, but that ideally, life may also imitate art. Art is more than an object, it is an
interaction and a moment kept in eternity. We wish to learn how to better appreciate and understand art, and we wish to become
better artists. Floor members live in close proximity to the Platteau, the student art center. The Platteau has a photo lab, ceramics
studio, dance studio, stage, and ample room for painting, drawing, and other artistic pursuits. Regular programs include open mic
nights, poetry readings, art exhibits, and informal classes.

¥Outdoor Pursuits: Howard Hall, 1% Floor

The outdoor floor is a community founded on a common interest in outdoor activities. It is a place where residents can learn to
plan and coordinate outdoor trips. It provides a comfortable environment for learning about the outdoors and activities in the
outdoors. It provides a place where residents can connect with others interested in their activity. Finally, the outdoor floor
provides a venue for participation in trips of a wide diversity to help its residents explore the outdoors in the Northwest. Typical
excursions might include a camping/hiking/caving trip to Mount Hood, a rafting trip on the Clackamas or Deschutes rivers, a
retreat to the coast, or a backpacking trip through any one of Oregon’s many parks and wilderness areas.

¥The GGreenOFloor: Copeland Hall, C10

The mission of this community is to promote awareness of environmental, socioeconomic, and sustainability issues on campus,
in Portland and beyond. Community members learn about and implement practical ways to decrease the ecological and
economic impact of day-to-day living in the residence halls. Examples include cooking meals together and sharing
responsibilities such as washing dishes, gardening, and laundry; changing habits to reduce consumption levels; composting; and
participating in campus-wide awareness campaigns. Many members of this community subscribe to an organic, vegetarian,
and/or vegan lifestyle. The community also values community service and works in coordination with the Office of Student
Leadership and Service as well as campus clubs such as Student Engaged in Environmental Defense (SEED). By working
individually and collectively, members of the Green Floor community provide a context and means for effective activism and
progressive change.

¥ _iving-Learning Community: ForestHall, Ponderosa

New for 2008-09! The Living-Learning residential experience is focused specifically on the required first-year course,
Exploration and Discovery. Campus Living staff will work with faculty who are teaching the Fall semester course to provide
ample opportunities for you to connect in significant ways in your living space for course related study sessions and discussion
groups as well as assist you in planning for social events including dinners, excursions and other special occasions. If you are
accepted to the Living-Learning community you will choose from among the three faculty members who are eager to work and
collaborate with students outside the usual classroom experience. Learning outcomes include building your understanding and
knowledge of a topic area and investing that knowledge to your living environment through collaboration with your peers. 50
first-year students, three experienced faculty members and two Campus Living Advisors will participate in this pilot year to
shape the future of the program.
