Participation Information for Attorneys and Students

OIPN’s mission is to produce articles written by Lewis & Clark law students on current intellectual property issues in collaboration with practicing IP attorneys. Participation benefits students through the publication of their article and their experience working with an IP attorney.  Participating attorneys are benefited by the publication of articles that address unsettled issues or changes in IP law.  Additionally, advising law students is valuable to the legal profession.

Student and Attorney Pairing
Pairing of students and attorney will be based upon the student’s area of interest and the attorney’s specialty.  Alternatively, students and attorneys may request a specific partner.

Article Topics and Specifications
Articles can be about current issues in trade secret, copyright, trademark, or patent law.  Article topics can be proposed by the attorney, student, or by a professor. However, topics should not focus on a specific research need for any active client matter of the attorney.  

Articles will be approximately 4-6 pages, double-spaced, but can be longer if necessary.  Citations will be in ALWD format, and appear as endnotes.

Submission and Editing
Once the attorney and student have submitted their final draft to the Board it will be reviewed by all of the Board members, as well as two student Article Editors.  Students will edit for clarity, consistency, basic grammatical errors, and to make sure all endnotes are in proper ALWD format.  Authors will be provided an opportunity to accept or reject changes to their article.  If a student rejects enough of the Board’s edits, the article may not be published on the OIPN website.

Publication on Website
Completed articles will be posted on the OIPN website.  OIPN will assist and encourage students to post their completed articles to Wikipedia as a service to the legal profession.

An email alert will be sent twice a year to students and attorneys on the IPSO email list notifying them of new articles.

Schedule
Students and attorneys may submit articles according to a set schedule, or to an alternate schedule provided by the student-attorney pair.  While the schedule for submitting articles will be flexible, pairs are encouraged to submit their first draft 10 weeks into the semester.  A typical OIPN schedule will take about 16 weeks from pairing to publication.
