Program Design:  
The Year of Study in Munich 
program is administered by 
Lewis & Clark College in 
cooperation with Reed College 
and Willamette University.  The 
program is affiliated with the 
University of Munich.  This is a 
full -year program with a full-
time director and a staff of 
Lewis & Clark faculty.  
 
The program begins with a five-
week “pre-semester,” where 
students take intensive language 
courses. This is followed by the 
“winter semester,” which runs 
mid-October to mid-February, 
and the “summer semester,” 
which runs from mid-April to 
mid-July. Students have a 
variety of options for the two-
month break between winter 
and summer semesters, 
including a study-travel 
program run through UNESCO, 
and a month-long program in 
Berlin. 
 
Requirements Fulfilled 
(LC students only):  
Fulfills the overseas study 
requirement for the German 
Studies major and the overseas 
study requirement for the 
Foreign Languages major with 
German as the first language.  

Non-language courses, such as 
German literature or Culture 
and Civilization, fulfill the 2-
course International Studies 
requirement. Either of the two 
Art History courses fulfills the 
Fine Arts requirement. 
Please note that this program 
does not automatically fulfill 
the two-course international 
studies requirement.  (This 
depends on the studentÕs 
coursework during the program. 
Please visit the registrarÕs office 
to see which courses have 
fulfilled this requirement in the 
past.) 
 
Credits: 
16 credits per semester 
 
Curriculum: 
The Year of Study in Munich 
offers a wide range of courses 
including German language, 
literature, theatre, contemporary 
culture and art history, which 
complement offerings at the 
University of Munich.

All students must arrange with 
major departments for possible 
credit prior to departure. 
 
Relationship to  LC On-
Campus Curriculum: 

Because the Munich program is 
required for students majoring 
in German Studies, the level of 
coordination with the on-
campus German offerings is 
high.  Courses that benefit from 
the on-site location, such as 
Culture and Civilization, 
Theater, and Art History, are 
offered in Munich only.  Much 
care is taken that courses in 
Munich do not duplicate 
material covered in courses on 
LC campus.  Two capstone 
courses are required to be taken 
on  LC campus in the senior 
year in order to ensure that 
faculty have a chance to 
evaluate and monitor what 
students have learned overseas 
and to ensure that they graduate 
with no significant weaknesses- 
linguistic or cultural.  The 
program director visits Portland 
regularly, and LC faculty also 
travel to Munich.  These visits 
ensure clear communication and 
coordination.   
 
Students may satisfy a number 
of general education 
requirements while in Munich.  
Non-language courses, such as 
German Literature or Culture 
and Civilization, fulfill the 2-
course International Studies 
requirement.  Either of the two 
At History courses fulfills the 
Fine Arts requirement.    
 
Although the Year of Study in 
Munich is particularly attractive 
to German majors, the program 
is also open to students in other 
fields, provided that the 
language requirement is met.

Passport Details: 
We will send your passport 
information with your 
application to Germany so 
please make sure your passport 
is valid for 6 months BEYOND 
the end of your program 
(February 2011).  If it expires 
before then, please renew it as 
soon as possible to avoid 
expediting fees.

Passport photos  
(12 required): 
We recommend Action Fast 
Photo, located at 9889 SW 
Barbur Boulevard next to 
Barbur Foods, ($7.50 for 2/$.43 
for each additional). Please 
provide your LC student ID in 
order to receive the discount. 
 
Visa:  
A visa is required for this 
program.  You will apply as a 
group during orientation in 
Munich.  The Resident Director 
will be assisting all of the 
students with this process.   
 
Health: 
No immunizations are required 
for travel in Europe, however 
please make an appointment 
with the student health services 
center to make sure you are 
current on all 
boosters/vaccinations. 

Upon arrival you will be asked 
to have a physical examination. 
 
Insurance: 
Complete health insurance is 
provided through the program, 
starting immediately upon 
arrival in Germany. Insurance 
covers all necessary medication, 
hospitalization and treatment.  
Lewis & Clark also provides 
additional 
repatriation/evacuation 
coverage through MEDEX. 
It is, however, recommended 
that you see your dentist before 
you leave. 
 
 
International Student Identity 
Card: 
We recommend that your 
purchase the ISIC card in 
Germany, as it will be less 
expensive for you and the card 
will be valid longer.
