Sustainability Council Meeting Minutes – 4/10/12
I. Kendra Peterson Morgan, City of Portland, presented “Protecting and managing the Riverview site adjacent to Lewis & Clark.” See article at:

Rosario Franco crews do vine treatment $3000/acre (high cost but it is challenging topography) they use integrated approach to management. 

LC Partnership = new research potential. They are talking with biology professors. May develop long-term plots to try to answer ecology questions.

What can Lewis & Clark do? First stewardship event was erosion control – they put down on bike trails. She will work w/ Vanessa in the Pub/Com office to promote future events.   

II. Tom Krattenmaker, Associate VP for Public Affairs and Communications, presented on Lewis & Clark strategic planning process – “toward leadership in environmental and sustainability education.”

Priority: make Lewis & Clark a distinctive leader based on three schools & unique location. Several planning groups have been commissioned for fall 2011 by the Board of Trustees. Focus is on existing or potential strengths and efficiency.

How can we improve on International Environmental Studies collaboration between students and faculty?
IDEAS:

Make a select group of courses available to students from all three campuses? (Students were known in the past to be sneaking into law classes.)
Sustainability integration center 

Mini grants w/ potential for research 

Robust depository for information so that sum is = or greater than parts. So the idea is to build a platform to publish research and a search engine for the public to use. Students would become curators for this web content ( eg salmon safe)

Implement a new event similar to news & brews but for faculty from all 3

Implement a new lecture series

Collaborate entrepreneurship workshop w/sustainability. Perhaps these would be problem solving workshops, and be of service to Portland businesses (eg. students could present research)
Implement a sustainability masters degree involving faculty from all 3 schools 

Tom and Amy will work on syncing up efforts with event planning
Janice mentioned overlapping efforts of learning committee -- they are in the process of researching class schedules 

Dan mentioned student worker this summer focusing on making connections among 3 schools  

Strategic planning recommendations will inform our work - we are on board w/ campus curricular planning.
Janice also mentioned that law school is planning non-law environmental  classes (fall 2013) to prepare students for masters degree in environmental law. May include online & summer courses.   

LCSC & Int'l reach... Work w/Law school focus on India, CAS overseas programs w/environmental focus (Ecuador, New Zealand, Swaziland), Jim Proctor & situated research, CPSY trips to India & Uganda w/social justice focus. 

Also possible to fulfill this locally by engaging w/ international communities in Portland, and engaging international LLM students.
Moriah mentioned the difficult transition for overseas students who are returning.  

Micah said we need to take advantage of technology and using Skype for guest lectures professors in Africa.
Tom offered invitation to come to open forum next Tuesday 4/17 (before salmon safe event to brainstorm potential collaborations & course content)  

III. Child care discussion: Dan offered to draft a resolution for the council to adopt supporting the concept of a child-care center at the college. We acknowledge that on-campus child care has multiple benefits and compliments sustainability.  
Dan & Vanessa will work on proposed text supporting concept. We plan to encourage Lewis & Clark to make this effort in part because a child care center has potential to impact school sustainability rating in the STARS report.  
Micah said students support it politically and socially. Now a critical time to voice our support 

IV. The council discussed implementing two and three year terms for council members. It may be best to stagger terms(to bring in new people on rotating basis).

Micah emphasized importance of student voice and how it would be easy to disempower students by always making them the newest members.

No final decisions were made about term length.

V. Report from operations committee: they are now voting on proxies and learning about the process. They have seen a beta site of the social gaming Energy Project and we've seen wire frame updating mapping.

VI. Report from communications committee: we will meet with Minda this week to discuss event planning (emphasis on student involvement and cultivating existing partnerships in Portland metro area). We are also on track to have sustainability information added to the campus walking map (print piece) and working toward adding sustainability to information shared by admissions tours.

VII. Dan will create report for president on council progress to convince him and Board of Trustees that we serve critical needs.
